Show that you have made full enquiries to
trace the proper destination of the unclaimed
balances in your client accounts or that the
reasonable costs of doing so are likely to be
excessive in relation to the money held.
Generally you will need to prove that 6 years
or more have elapsed since the money was
due to the client. Your accountant may be
required to verify the application. The above
procedure does not need to be followed for
sums of £50 or less.

On receipt of your cheque we will send you
animmediate acknowledgement and a letter

of indemnity which states that we will refund

all, or any part of the received sum if requested,
in order to comply with your professional
obligations to the entitled party.

In addition, we undertake to pay a substantial
4% interest above base-rate, should you need
to have the money refunded.
